In 2020, we, Yaryna Shumska and Barbara Le Beguec Friedman, first began collaborating by
launching the project “Dialogue”, which was a response to the challenges brought by the
pandemic, when time, distance, space and their perception took on a new meaning. Aware of
our common views on aesthetic decisions, we decided to explore our similarities and differences
through a daily exchange in the form of video actions for a hundred days.

Our exploration of distance became an important element of this project, as we sought to reflect
on the changing interpersonal relationships and contexts in which we live. This first
collaboration inspired us to create two exhibitions, including one at the Dzyga Gallery in
December 2020.

Over the past five years, we have continued our periodic collaboration, focusing on the themes
of presence, emptiness, distances, and the new contexts we live in today, each in our own way.

Collaboration means coexistence. Observing in parallel, confronting each other and sharing.
Every morning we look up at the sky for a few seconds in an almost sacred way. Every day we
walk following the same almost sacred way. The sensation that time has stopped or it is running
in a loop is getting stronger. Time fades, rushes, petrifies, suspends.

We are counting the minutes, hours, days, months while being here, sandwiched between the
earth and the sky, suspended, feeling stuck. Sometimes we are almost as dizzy as we were
before falling.

Time tells us what we are, where we are. It is not the same everywhere. It is multiple and it
passes through us as we pass through life day by day.

The collaborative project of Ukrainian and French artists, which began in November 2023,
explores the sense of temporality and uncertainty, the state of pause.

Through the “exhibition in action” format, the authors focus on how time, the rhythm of everyday
life, and memories affect our perception of reality. The key questions that appear in the project
are: what is our state today? What is the common context for us? Can we find stability in our
memory and experience?

The project presents various art forms: paintings, objects, installations, performances and
videos. The gallery becomes a space for performative interaction.

For 7 days, the exhibition changes daily. Its final day is the opening. It is not about the result, but
rather about the possibilities that remain open.

“Suspended” is a state, the exhibition is an invitation to be together, to act and to reflect on time
as memory, personal and collective.
